The main intent of the Local Hero Recognition is to recognize citizens for their
volunteer service. However, in any given year, up to one Local Hero Recognition may
be presented to an individual who has made exceptional contributions to community
well being through a combination of paid employment and volunteer service.

Nominations are invited from community groups, agencies, and the general public.
Each nomination must have the support of two nominators.

What distinguishes Local Heroes? They are people of any age group or background who
have made note-worthy contributions to community well-being.

Priority will generally be given to nominees who have contributed to the community
over an extended period of time. Consideration will also be given, to those who have
made noteworthy contributions over a shorter period (e.g. youths).

Examples of activities include volunteering for a local agency or community school,
participation in environmental initiatives, or helping the surrounding communities.

Efforts will be made to recognize a balance representation of Local Heroes, which
collectively represent a diversity of:

- age groups,

- holistic domains - i.e. Mental, Physical, Spiritual/Cultural, Social/Emotional

- activity types - i.e. participate in a range of activities rather than a select few.

- Four from each IEC community.

Local Heroes will be presented with certificates and publicly recognized at a Board of
Directors meeting in November, 2010. An article on the Local Hero recipients will also
be published in the IEC's newsletter, IEC school classrooms, and website in early 2011.
